ISO TC 155 Technical Committee : nickel and Nickel Alloys
ABSTRACT
ISO/TC 155 was created in 1973 in order to harmonize international trade of Nickel, FeNi and Nickel alloys.

Ever since, ISO standards for Ni base products specification, sampling and analytical methods have been developed in order to provide solutions in case of dispute on supply contracts.

Until end of 2010, this technical committee was under the leadership of Canada. France is now taking over TC Secretariat and Chairmanship , with an active contribution of Eramet Group.

The two main objectives are:

· Adapt existing standards or create new ones in order to catch up with latest developments in analytical and industrial processes. 2011-2013 proposed business plan main items are about FeNi sampling and Ni content determination new methods, together with specification for an ultra high purity Ni metal grade, to be closer  to the industrial practice.
· Extend the panel of committee experts and match the current world map of production and consumption of Nickel.

We believe that your group, famous in Nickel production or consumption industry, would benefit from an involvement in TC 155 works.

Should you agree on such participation, we then suggest you to appoint a representative of your organization, to join the team of experts.

France will hold the next ISO/TC 155 world meeting this May 2-3 in Paris, to discuss, approve and start implementation of the business plan. The French preliminary proposal for working program is as follows:
1- Use of ICP mass spectrometry method for the determination of Ni, then Co, in Nickel alloys, then in FeNi

2- Application of X-Ray fluorescence spectrometry for the analysis of Nickel alloys, then FeNi.

3- Add a fourth level of purity in ISO 6283 standard for Nickel metal specification, with %Ni mini 99.98%.

4- Improve and amend FeNi standard ISO 8049 for sampling and sample preparation of FeNi in shot form, making it more practical for the enduser than the existing version.

5- Corrections to be made on ISO 9725 standard on Nickel and Nickel alloys forgings.

6- Review of existing specifications on Nickel, Ferronickel and Nickel alloys.

7- Review of TC 155 structure, need for subcommittees.

This proposal is to be commented by participating experts, prior to the Paris conference, and during the conference.

Please note that special attention will be given so that ISO TC 155 related standards are in line with both Nickel producers and Nickel consumers expectations.
